Today or Never… Seize the Day…                                     Today’s Gospel
In the Gospel of today there is the man who wants to go and say farewell to his family before following Jesus. He wants to follow the example of Elisha (1st reading) who bid his family farewell before becoming Elijah’s disciple. This man has high social and family values. One could only wish that all men could be this sensitive to let their families know their whereabouts at all times! Yet before the urgent call of the kingdom of God, social and family concerns take a back seat. “No one who puts a hand to the plow and looks back is fit for the kingdom of God” (Luke 9:62). 
Jesus demands a great sacrifice from the men he chooses to carry out his mission. We find Jesus forbidding his disciples from going back home to visit family. There are to be no goodbyes. It seems harsh, even shocking. Possibly Jesus read what was going on in his men’s minds, and knew that they would never be seen again if they returned to their families. The might see what they are about to give up, or be talked out of following him. The message is stark and forthright: sometimes there is no compromise, no room for any kind of indulgence, even familial bonds.
