The Mystery of God
One of life’s greatest joys is to watch little children as they begin to explore the world on their own. We can see their eyes gradually open to the wonders around them. They are in to everything, experimenting with touch and taste, and learning to use all their senses. It is a challenging time for parents, especially when they learn to speak and ask the why, the what and the how. Handling their difficult questions is a great skills It is a case of trying to satisfy their little minds for the time being, knowing that there is so much more to learn and that even then they and we may never fully grasp the mystery. 

So, how do we deal with the questions about things of which we are not really sure? For example, I may understand a little about jet engines and aerodynamics, but I still marvel that a huge plane manages to take off so gracefully. Just like children, we adults are surrounded by a wonderful and mysterious world. Although we may reckon ourselves wise in the ways of the world, we are still very much aware of our inability to make complete sense of it all. Often we can give no clear answer, especially to the question, “why?” In such moments it is good to marvel at the mystery and rejoice in the fact that it is.

The word ‘mystery’ has a rich and deep Christian significance. It is a word that we use not to avoid thinking about the ‘big issues’ of faith, but to help us explore our very limited understanding of the nature of God. Jesus was aware of a Father, who loved him passionately. He knew that God was no distant landlord unconnected with his life God was Abba, Father desiring the love of his children and desiring the very best for each one of them. There can be no logical explanation why God should love his creation so intensely. Our theologians and philosophers may strive for answers, but, in the end, we simply have to acknowledge, with Jesus, that is just how God is. That God wants us to be close to him is a great mystery, yet it is also the fundamental truth underlying the faith we profess.

How do you explain it? How about this effort from the children. At home we call our father, “Daddy”. At his factory, where he works he is called “Mr. Goodwin”. To our mother he is known as “John” because he is her husband. He is the same man but has three different roles, just as we think of the FATHER as CREATOR, the SON as the REDEEMER and the HOLY SPIRIT as DIVINE LOVE. What a brilliant attempt!
