THE HOLY SPIRIT

“I WILL NOT LEAVE YOU ORPHANS” (Today’s Gospel)

War, famine, poverty have caused millions of children heartbreak and devastation. They live in camps, crowded institutions and on the streets of the world's cities. They have been orphaned by death or abandonment. Left without mother or father they are special to no one and are left to fend for themselves. We can only guess at the bleakness of the struggle ahead of them - if indeed they survive. Our Lord was always deeply aware of the dependence of his disciples on him and of their need for his strength and love. They were like children and he called them so. "My little children, love one another as I have loved you". His going from them would be hard. They would feel deserted and orphaned. "I will not leave you orphans". He promises them the ADVOCATE, the comforter and strengthener, the SPIRIT OF TRUTH. WHO WILL BE WITH THEM FOREVER. 

Is the same HOLY SPIRIT still with us - or has he abandoned us?

Very often we can be disappointed with the way the Church seems to be moving. Some might think it too progressive, others too conservative. There are decisions made, which often puzzle us or leave us perplexed. At times our very peace is affected and we can become angry and disillusioned. All these reactions are natural. However, Jesus reminds us today that the guiding principle of the Church is the Holy Spirit. He is alive in the People of God as a whole, as we are told by the Second Vatican council, and he is present in a special way when the Pastors of the Church gather together to deliberate, as they have done from the earliest times.
