ST PETER was quite an impetuous man and several times in the gospels we read how he got himself "out of his depth." For example, just before Jesus was arrested, it was Peter who stoutly declared that he would stay with the Lord through thick and thin; after the arrest, the same Peter denied that he had ever known his Master! He had got himself into a situation, which was beyond his faith and his courage, he was, as we say, out of his depth.
In today's gospel, it is the impetuous Peter who is ready to leap out of the boat to reach the Lord as he walks on the water. But this time, Peter is literally out of his depth; his faith and his courage fail him and Jesus has to save him from drowning.
Like Peter at times, we feel lost, frightened and alone in our troubles; but also like Peter, we are not alone; we have Jesus’ promise that he will be with us always. His presence does not mean that our difficulties or responsibilities will magically vanish. But he is there - to give us strength and hope; strength to carry on when things get tough and hope that we shall not be overcome by our problems.
