“THE LORD WILL PREPARE A BANQUET” – “INVITE EVERYONE TO THE WEDDING”

Wedding receptions still dominate marriage preparations –the availability of the venue so often dictates the date of the wedding. Yes, weddings are still very popular – I’m already taking bookings for 2010! 

All Celebrations present a problem  - who do we invite? The list could be endless but of necessity has to be restricted, yet where do we draw the line? It really is a headache. At all costs you want to avoid a family feud.

It is the GUEST LIST that is so important in today’s Gospel – it’s vital that you get it right. You don’t want to hurt anyone and you don’t want any refusals. It’s an insult to refuse an invitation for no good reason. 

It says ‘I have no wish to sit at your table with you. I don’t wish to share your joy or your friendship’ 

And that is what happened in today’s Gospel – the King’s invitations were refused and for no good reason. They just weren’t interested. Just like last Sunday, Our Lord is once again addressing the Scribes and the Pharisees – the leaders. The vineyard workers tried to take over the vineyard and they were rejected. 

Today the same people are rejecting the invitation and as a consequence the GUEST LIST is thrown wide-open, yes both to the good and the bad alike.
