He was arrested by the invading German forces in 1939 and sentenced to heavy labour in the extermination camp at AUSCHWITZ. When a married man, was chosen to be executed, Maximillian volunteered to take his place. He was finally killed by lethal injection on the 14th August 1942. He was canonised in 1982 in the presence of the man whose life he had saved.
