ST PAUL

“MY GRACE IS ENOUGH FOR YOU: MY POWER IS AT ITS BEST IN WEAKNESS”

Do I Fail & am I DISCOURAGED?  In to-days second reading St Paul shares a very personal experience. He has come to learn that his own weaknesses are not a problem for God. Paul’s human limitations which refuse to go away, not only force him to be more realistic about himself, they also force him to change his image of God. Paul discovers through his own handicap that God's grace does work through human frailty: "So I shall be very happy to make my weaknesses my special boast so that the power of Christ may stay over me, and that is why I am content with my weaknesses. For it is when I am weak that 1 am strong". Being content with our weaknesses is not an attitude that comes easy to most of us, educated to be content with nothing less than perfection. We might still suspect that God disassociates himself from those who are beaten down by their own limitations; but, like Paul, we have to learn that God isn't like that. Failure and human weakness give God immense scope to act out his own purposes.
