The Prayer of Mary
Women:

Look, He is coming with His cross. Sec what they have done to Him! See His face all covered with blood! Let us take His mother away from here; she must not see Him like this.
Mary:
What is that you are saying? Take me away from here. You want me to deny my own son, my own flesh and blood? You want me to deny my God and Saviour?" Don't you think enough people have denied Him? Here is John with us. Where are all the other disciples? - They have left Him. Where are all those He taught? - They have left Him. Where are the blind to whom He gave sight? Where are the dumb to whom He gave speech? Where are the cripples to whom He gave legs? Where are those He freed from Satan's power? Where are they all? All gone and left Him. Women;

Mary:
