VOCATIONS SUNDAY   (Come Follow Me ….)

At the LAST SUPPER on Maunday Thursday, the last night with his disciples, Our Lord’s words are unforgettable; “You are my FRIENDS”, “You did not choose me, no I chose you”. In His plan, His priests are indispensable, irreplaceable. Their mission is to take care of His people through the preaching of His word and the celebration of the Sacraments. 

As Archbishop Oscar Romero from El Salvador, himself assassinated as he presided at Mass, preached at the funeral of one of his murdered priests – “It is as if a community were beheaded when it has no priest to celebrate Mass”.

When he first called his disciples, Our Lord did not pin a notice to a tree and ask for volunteers. No, He called each one by their name. And sadly, even one of the twelve let him down. Today the shocks and scandals and tragedies involving a very small number of clergy have painfully reminded us that priests are not from another planet, that they are mere mortals, ordinary men called to an extraordinary vocation. They have mums and dads, brothers and sisters, aunts and uncles, nieces and nephews, sharing the same joys and sorrows, successes and failures, graces and sins, as everybody else. It is then disheartening to learn that some parents are reluctant to promote any idea of vocation. Happily, as the late Cardinal Basil Hume once declared, “In these islands, there still exists nearly everywhere a close relationship of trust and affection between priest and people”.LONG MAY IT CONTINUE!
