Jesus Christ, King of the Universe
In the Old Testament the tribes of Israel asked David to be their King. He was a warrior king overcoming enemies and leading his people to victory. This is what kings were made of! If we stand by our beliefs and principles life will not be easy. The CROSS in many forms is the cost of true disciple ship. But your reward will be great in heaven.
