Today's Gospel
"ANYONE WHO WANTS TO BE GREAT AMONG YOU MUST BE YOUR SERVANT"

A kick in the pants for James & John. They thought it was all about status and power. There's something very human about wanting to be top dog and having others do what you command.   But there's nothing divine about it.     At the Last Supper Jesus went down on his knees to wash their feet - yes, a SERVANT. Next day He went to the cross - yes, total SACRIFICE. "Love one another as I have loved you."
In today's Gospel, James and John are unwise in what they wish for. Jesus gives them every chance to get themselves out of trouble and tells them directly, "You do not know what you are asking." James and John imagine a kingdom of earthly power where they will be rulers. Even when Jesus asks them if they can drink his cup and share his baptism they rashly claim that they can. We might be reminded of St Peter declaring absolutely that he will never desert Jesus, not long before he denies him three times.
Here James and John reveal their ambition. But it seems they want "the bonus without the onus", as the saying goes. Jesus grants them their wish, but not in the way they expect. They will share the cup, the cup of his sufferings. They will share in his baptism, the baptism of his death, and no earthly reward will be theirs.
