At the LAST SUPPER on Maundy Thursday, the last night with his disciples, Our Lord’s words are unforgettable; “You are my FRIENDS”, “You did not choose me, no I chose you”.  In His plan, His priests are indispensible, irreplaceable.  Their mission is to take care of His people through the preaching of His word and the celebration of the Sacraments.

When he first called his disciples, Our Lord did not pin a notice to a tree and ask for volunteers.  No, He called each one by their name.  And sadly, even one of the twelve let him down.
