“Everyone who exalts himself will be humbled and the man who humbles himself will be exalted.”

In an innocent way Our Lord chides them for their bad manners. But it’s not a question of etiquette; it’s a question of Humility. Humility, honesty about ourselves. ‘A man is always as young as he feels, but seldom as important!’ Humility is in fact to see ourselves as God sees us. It is an honest assessment of ourselves.
