YEAR OF LUKE
For most of this year, apart from Lent and Eastertide, we will be following St. Luke's account of the Good News Sunday by  Sunday. Luke's gospel is often called the gospel of gentleness and compassion. As the weeks go by we will see a face of Jesus which is full of mercy and kindness as he deals with the lowly and the lost, the forgotten and the downtrodden of society. Sinners get a special welcome from Jesus in Luke's gospel, none more so than the Prodigal Son (Ch. 15).
Although Women were treated as second-class citizens by society, Luke gives a great importance to them. His pages resound with accounts of Mary, Elizabeth, Anna the prophetess, the sisters Martha and Mary, Joanna, Susanna and Mary Magdalene.
The poet. Dante called St. Luke "the scribe of God's loving-kindness". Between now and the end of November we have something special to look forward to. Especially the return of Fr. Denis McBride.

"IF I AM WITHOUT LOVE IT WILL DO ME NO GOOD WHATSOEVER" (Today's second reading)
St. Paul's famous discourse on love is a firm favourite at weddings. In his letter to the people of Corinth St. Paul is at pains to sort out the difficulties they have been having as a Christian Community. The problem is that the gifts of different members have been used to the detriment of others rather than to build up unity. Love, he says, is vital, indispensable if there is to be harmony. This goes for all communities, including the parish.!!
