The late Sir Alex Guinness, the actor, was a covert to the Catholic faith. He tells the delightful story of a lapsed Catholic. On his way home from Mass the lapsed Catholic asked him: “Have a nice Mass?” to which he was tempted to reply, “Oh, you know, the same old thing; the Real Presence of Jesus on the altar.”

He was tempted but he didn’t! But it highlights two important truths. The first is that in this incredible sacrament Jesus is really & truly present. And the second, in sharp contrast, is that we are so used to it we tend to take it for granted. “The bread that I shall give is my flesh for the life of the world.” Yes, he offers himself in sacrifice at each Mass. “My flesh is real food & my blood is real drink.” Jesus then goes on to explain that when we share in this sacred meal we draw life from him just as he draws life from the Father.
