LENT
Jesus, the friend of sinners, came to heal.
Karl Barth, the marvellous Swiss theologian who refused to bow to Adolph Hitler and escaped home, wrote a beautiful commentary on sin, which should give us all great hope. Perhaps we can ALL identify with the PRODIGAL SON.
“The mature and well-balanced person who has never been lamed and broken and half-blinded by the scandal of their life is as such, the existentially godless person.” It is almost sales talk for sin! I, a sinner, am a privileged person. The gospels, it has been said, is not for the devout, but for the desperate. Jesus directed his energy and love towards those who suffered from the pain of sin and were imprisoned by it. As a sinner I am aware of my need of God and absolute dependence on him. Jesus searches for me, one who has indeed been ‘lamed and broken and half-blinded by the scandal of my life.’ This however does not leave me isolated and forgotten. It means God's compassion is even greater. Without the wounds and handicaps of sin, I would have no need of God. I would claim independence. Jesus wishes to heal me and make me whole again, but first I must acknowledge the pain and tell him where it hurts.

Jesus, the 'divine physician' has only one task - to restore to life those who are crippled with the pain of sin. I mustn’t be afraid to ask for his help.
“What proves that God loves us is that Jesus died for us while we were still sinners” (St Paul)
