“The Holy Spirit will teach you everything.”
Saying farewell to those we love is never easy. This is especially so if the person is dying - we mourn & grieve and wonder how we will possibly cope without them.

In Today’s Gospel Jesus is aware of the deep anxiety and fear about to be experienced by the disciples as they must face the reality of his departure. They are who they are because of him. Without him who will they be? But he will not leave them on their own, he will send them THE HOLY SPIRIT.

As we know Jesus did not leave his followers answers to every question. He would know that at times they would have to endure struggles, that there would be confusion, differences and disagreements. Yes, there would be conflicts and they would need the Holy Spirit. So we can take heart from the conflicts in the early church because we know from experience that there will always be some confusion and disagreement in our complex and universal community. Not everything is crystal clear. And that is why we need the Holy Spirit as much today as in the early church. The church we belong to continues to grow and has to face new questions honestly in the light of the Holy Spirit. Yes “the Holy Spirit, the Advocate, will teach you everything.”

A final thought: how do you think the Church has survived for 2000 years? Certainly not without the Holy Spirit. It really is a human and DIVINE Church


