The Assumption of Our Lady into Heaven

St Luke does not mention the death of Our Lady in his writings. The New Testament says nothing about the Assumption of Our Lady. In fact in the first four centuries there was no devotion to Our Lady. The pressing question for the early Church was the true identity of Jesus. The whole Church was absorbed in finding an answer to the complex questions surrounding the humanity and divinity of our Lord.


It was only after the Council of Ephesus in 431, which declared once and for all that Jesus was indeed DIVINE, that attention was then turned to Our Lady. They now realise that Our Lady was THEOTOKOS, which means God-bearing: she bore Him in her womb and gave birth to him like any mother. But it wasn’t until Vatican II in 1964 that a council of the Church referred to Our Lady as ‘Mother of God.’


The belief in the Assumption of Our Lady had its origin in the popular faith of the people. They could not believe that Our Lady’s body underwent decay at death; they could not imagine that her body would disintegrate after her unique role in sacred history. The faithful came to believe that Our Lady was bodily assumed into heaven, thus guaranteeing that she was present with God, BODY AND SOUL.


Although it was only as dogma in 1950, the Assumption had been taught in the Church for centuries as a truth that emerged from the faith of the people. It also points to what we believe God will do for us. After all ‘where Mary has gone WE HOPE to follow!’ This dogma expresses the hope “that faith in the bodily assumption of Our Lady into heaven may make our faith in our resurrection both stronger and more active
