On his flight from Rome: “Anglicans & Catholics must not see each other as competitors seeking the greatest numbers, but as witnesses to the love of Jesus Christ”


To the representatives of other religions: “Ever since the 2nd Vatican Council, the Catholic Church has placed special emphasis on the importance of dialogue and co-operation with the followers of other religions... we must work together for peace and mutual understanding & so give a convincing witness to the world. We must live alongside one another & grow in mutual knowledge and respect. The reaching out in friendship to followers of other religions is part of the mission of the Church. We must respect them & their beliefs, build bridges of friendship, heal past wrongs and foster trust”


The Pope’s address to the Archbishop of Canterbury: “Almost 30 years ago, two of our predecessors, Pope John Paul II & Archbishop Robert Runcie, prayed together in Canterbury cathedral for unity amongst the followers of Jesus Christ. We continue to pray for that gift. The difficulties are well known but there has grown a deep friendship which did not exist before. Ecumenical co-operation is then essential if we are to promote peace & harmony in our world”

Our Christian Unity is then the prerequisite for a credible, convincing & joyful witness to the Gospel of Jesus Christ which is the key to an authentic & integral human development. May the Risen Lord strengthen our efforts to mend the ruptures of the past & to meet the challenges of the present, with hope in the future, which, in this Providence, He holds out to us and to our world. Amen”.
