The Mystery of the TRINITY

Today we celebrate the most astonishing, mind-bending truth of all: that though there is, and can be, only ONE God, yet in this one god there are 3 persons. We can reason to the fact that God exist, but can only know about the Trinity through Our Lord’s revelation. In the Gospels he speaks of himself as the SON, sent into the world by the FATHER. At the end of his earthly life, he will REVEAL that the HOLY SPIRIT is to be poured out upon us as the joint gift of FATHER and SON. We cannot know God. If we could, he would not be God. We rely on Our Lord for all our knowledge about God. He was aware of a God who loved passionately. He knew that God was no distant landlord unconnected with his life. God was ABBA, FATHER. There can be no logical explanation why God should love his creation so intensely. Our theologians and philosophers may strive for answers, but, in the end, we simply have to acknowledge, with Our Lord, that this is just how God is. That God wants us to be close to HIM is a great mystery, yet it is the most fundamental truth of our faith.
