WISDOM – A PEARL BEYOND PRICE

Wisdom is the theme of today’s readings. It is not something rare and elusive, but like common sense is within everyone’s reach. It is at the heart of experience. 

The comedian Norman Wisdom, who died just over a year ago, began his life in poverty and heartbreak. His father was a violent drunk. His mother fled the family home and Norman and his brother were brought up in a children’s home.  It was the army that changed his life. It was there that he discovered the WISDOM of life, which for him was friendship, laughter & childlike simplicity. “Don’t laugh at me cos I’m a fool” sums up the wisdom of foolishness that he discovered, a wisdom he practised for the rest of his life. Yes a wisdom acquired through life’s hard lessons.

St Paul, too, has a life changing experience, the death and resurrection of Our Lord. He describes Jesus as “the power and wisdom of God.” We now have an insight into life’s mystery, into what will be beyond the grave – IMMORTALITY. In the words of the requiem Mass, “Lord, for your faithful people, life is changed, not ended. When the body of our earthly dwelling lies in death we gain an everlasting dwelling place in heaven.”

This knowledge is simply concerned with our death and the afterlife. It is WISDOM FOR THIS WORLD AND THIS LIFE. It determines our whole life’s outlook and practice. IT IS OUR FAITH
