St. Luke was a pal of St. Paul and a frequent companion on his many missionary journeys. He not only wrote his Gospel but also the Acts of the Apostles, describing the growth of the early church. He was a doctor, a non-Jew and his Gospel is the most literary of all the Gospels. He is often depicted with a pen and book or represented by a Calf or Ox - animals of sacrifice - as his Gospel begins with the story of Zachariah, the priest who offered sacrifices to God. He was amazed by Our Lord's love of people - hence the prodigal son, the good Samaritan and the repentant thief on the cross.

Once again the Pharisees try to trick Jesus into making an anti-Roman statement and so get into trouble. But once again Our Lord is too clever for them. He is well aware of their malice. He cleverly sidesteps the question by using a debating trick. It really is brilliant.


St Mathew has already developed the story of the conflict between Jesus and the religious authorities. They are now committed to bring about the downfall of the prophet from Nazareth. Their own reputation has suffered in open debate with Jesus so now they must trap him. This question of paying tax to Rome was a burning issue. If he denies the need to pay tax to Caesar he could be charged with treason: if he answers in the affirmative he will alienate the majority of his fellow countrymen. Very cunning, either way Jesus has to lose. Or so they thought!  Their hatred is now malevolent – kill.
