Forgiveness

“If a man nurses anger against another, can he then demand compassion from the Lord? Showing no pity to a man like himself, can he then plead for his own sins?” (1st Reading)

In today’s Gospel, the parable of the unforgiving official, Our Lord underlines the need for forgiveness. When, after his incomparable generosity to the servant, he hears of his heartless behaviour to a fellow servant who owed him ‘peanuts’ in comparison, he retracted his forgiveness and handed him to the torturers.

Forgetfulness of our own sins leads to a lack of compassion; remembering how our own sins have gone unpunished by God should lead us to forgive others.

The purpose of calling to mind our sins at the beginning of Mass is simply to remind us that we all live in the gracious forgiveness of God. Whoever we are, we remember our sins because we need always to forgive.
