    “Who is my Neighbour? – The Good Samaritan                             Today’s Gospel
The parable of the Good Samaritan is one of our Lord’s best-known stories. When a lawyer approaches Jesus inquiring as to who his neighbour is, Jesus directs his attention to what being a good neighbour entails. He paints a portrait of a man who was robbed on the road from Jerusalem to Jericho and beaten within an ace of his life. The Priest and Levite passed by on the other side of the road, because to touch the dead body would have meant their exclusion from religious service in the Temple. Their brand of worship was not inspired by the love of neighbour but by religious duty. The unlikely hero of the story turns out to be a despised Samaritan who acting out of sheer love and generosity instead of a sense of duty, opened his heart and recognised a neighbour even in a despised Jew.

The Good Samaritan represents Jesus who, reaching out in Love, came to the rescue of the human race in its pitiful condition and healed our wounds by dying on the cross of Calvary. The act of love cost him his life. He expects us to stop and help those in need though it will cost us time, trouble, and expense. The gospel is at pains to emphasize that there is no love of God without love of neighbour. “LOVE ONE ANOTHER AS I HAVE LOVED YOU”.
