FORGIVENESS - To Err is human, to forgive is divine
“I tell you that her sins, her many sins must have been forgiven, or she would not have shown such great love” (To-day’s gospel).
Environmental concern is an important part of everyday life – we try to preserve the earth’s resources by recycling paper, glass, cans, etc. Sadly, we seem to have developed a different attitude to human beings. So often we are quick to condemn those who fail and confine them to the scrap heap.

In the gospel today, Jesus meets someone whose mistakes are the talk of the town, a woman with a reputation that scandalized the Pharisees with whom Jesus was eating. When they see her enter the house they are shocked, not by how she behaves, but by the fact that a woman like her is there at all. Jesus sees what she does now, and not what she has done in her past. Where Simon and his friends consider the woman’s life has been thrown away, Jesus sees that it is recycled. And when we fail to live as Jesus wishes us to as the woman in today’s Gospel does, God is ready to forgive us and use us again to be His witness to the world.
