The End of the World is Nigh – When?
“But as far as that day or hour nobody knows it, neither the angels of heaven” (Mark, 13:32)
In today’s Gospel, Our Lord tells us not to be deceived by people claiming to know the future. Only God Himself knows. Ignore them. As we know only too well, for some who have been taken in, the consequences have been disastrous.


The prophet Daniel and the evangelist Mark both lived in times of great upheaval and change. Daniel’s people faced ferocious persecution for their faith in God and many were killed. Mark’s community was suffering under a bloody persecution of Christians. For these people, the thought that the end of the world was something they positively looked forward to, because they knew it would bring about their salvation and an end to persecution. So, a frequent prayer of the early Christians was “Maranatha – Come, Lord Jesus”.

“Unfortunately the facts about our penal system make for stark reading. The prison population has reached it highest level over the summer and currently stands at just over 79,000 with overcrowding impinging on the chances of rehabilitation. The number of women in prison has also risen dramatically. As Christians we are called to show support and compassion to prisoners and their families. Christ teaches us to believe in the innate dignity of every human being. Everyone is capable of redemption and God’s mercy and power are always on offer and always potent. Families too suffer enormously when a loved one goes to prison. They deserve to be treated with respect and understanding.” (The Cardinal)
