PRAYER • TRUST AND CONFIDENCE  (TODAY'S READINGS)
We are often told that the secret of education is confidence. Nothing makes a child develop further than confidence. Hence, training in confidence is essential. The same goes then in religious education. We need to be taught to trust in God, Our Lord was quite clear on this point We can't help but admire St Peter when he walked on the water - it was a magnificent gesture of trust but he wavered and next minute began to sink. Our Lord came to his rescue and asks him straight; 'Why did you hesitate, Man of Little Faith?' If God is truly OUR FATHER, than he deserves our absolute trust. But no. We want to rely on ourselves, we want to take our guarantees and insurances. We find it so difficult to hand over the control of our lives to God. So then. Why do we find it so difficult to pray with confidence? Perhaps we are always asking God to do what WE want, telling him what needs doing, and doing quick, for what we think is our good. Far from any confidence, there is only a great deal of anxious self- sufficiency. So then, praying with confidence means praying with certainty that God is going to answer me as God knows how to, that is. like a FATHER who loves us more than we love ourselves. To trust is to believe in the overwhelming love of God. Trusting means closing, our eyes and leaving everything to Him. Sadly, so many prayers are just expressions of impatience and selfishness. For them, GOD IS SIMPLY A DIVINE "BELL BOY",
