Archbishop Desmond Tuto is widely known for his anti-apartheid work in South Africa. Mahatma Gandhi’s campaigns for peace and justice inspired people throughout the world. Both rejected violence in favour of peaceful change. Both had incredible hope and belief that situations could change not through violence but through love. “Good is stronger than evil” said Tuto “Love is stronger than hate.”

And Gandhi reflected: “When I despair I remember that all through history the way of truth and love has always won. There have been tyrants and murderers and for a time they seemed invincible, but in the end they always fail” 

Both faced criticism and hatred but continued to believe in the strength of love.

 FOUNDATION STONE CEREMONY – OCTOBER 1937:- Despite ferocious local opposition Fr.O’Shaughnessy

   achieved the impossible. Bishop Henshaw thanked the parents for their dedication and many sacrifices. “You obviously regard the religious training of your children as the most important part of their education. Although we boast in this land of ours that there is a free education for all, the fact remains, unfortunately, that those who think religious education is important are called upon to build their own schools”. The cost of the school to the people of St. Luke’s was £8,124.00.

  BLESSING AND OPENING OF THE SCHOOL – OCTOBER 1938:- Bishop Henshaw in his opening address stressed that the provision of Catholic Schools was a costly business and the burden so great that he sometimes asked himself how long how long they will be able to provide them. “In this part of the world at any rate, until all our poor Catholics find themselves in the workhouse, they will go on trying!” Fr. O’Shaughnessy in his reply said “The purpose of the School is to train Catholic children to become first rate citizens of Salford, and to provide for the future so that the children should have a fair chance. We are preparing and qualifying them, however, not just for a senior school or university but for the Kingdom of Heaven. They are ALL to be STARS that will shine for all eternity”.  The number on roll the first day was 120!!!
