The Birth of St. John the Baptist - “He must increase and I must decrease.”
There is something very self-effacing about John the Baptist. He’s the best man rather than the groom; the forerunner, not the main event; the warm-up man, not the star attraction. Once he has completed his task of preparing the way for the Messiah, he steps back out of the limelight. John was very careful not to let attention be diverted to him. Paul quotes him saying, “I am not the one you imagine me to be.” There is a hidden quality about John, hinted at in today’s reading from the prophet Isaiah: “The Lord… hid me in the shadow of his hand… and concealed me in his quiver.” It is as if John were saying to us: “Don’t focus on me. It’s not the messenger who is important, but the message, not the singer, but the song.”

John was a fearless prophet – courageously speaking God’s word to the people of his time. He did not court popularity or fame, but simply pointed out their faults to the people, challenging them to a better and more faithful way of life. We can draw strength from John’s faithfulness and courage. Like John we can prepare the way for the Lord and for His values to take root in the hearts of people. And then we will hear the same words that Jesus used for John, “Of all            the children born of women, there has never been anyone greater than John the Baptist.”
