TO-DAY’S GOSPEL (Jesus, Our God and the Sinner)
“… neither do I condemn you” Jesus declared. “Go and sin no more”. This woman was caught in the act of adultery. Caught maliciously and unfairly, perhaps, but the upshot of it was that she found herself standing before Jesus surrounded by some religious teachers waiting for His judgment. The only difference Jesus saw between them all was that the woman couldn’t deny her guilt and the religious leaders couldn’t admit theirs.


 Sometimes we are more aware of other people’s shortcoming than we of our own. And when we are, Jesus has some harsh words for us: “Let the one who is without sin cast the first stone”. The irony is that the only one who has ever been without sin didn’t throw stones at people. He still doesn’t.


Jesus didn’t come to punish people, He came to offer them forgiveness – a fresh start. That doesn’t mean He condones sin. He hates it. And hypocrisy is as bad as anything else – worse even, because it is only when we admit to our sin, that God can forgive us.


The woman who had expected a death sentence received something very different. Just like the story of the prodigal son Jesus again shows us a love that knows no bounds. Am I yet convinced of God’s fantastic love for ME?
