Jesus Christ, King of the Universe
In the Old Testament the tribes of Israel asked David to be their King. He was a warrior king overcoming enemies and leading his people to victory. This is what kings were made of! Little wonder then when Jesus was hailed by many as “Son of David” the disciples asked him “will you now restore the Kingdom of Israel?”

But Jesus, of the house of David, born in a stable, was to turn upside down the accepted ideas of sovereignty and kingship. Jesus in today’s gospel stands before Pilate accused of being a king. He is then flogged, crowned with thorns, dressed in royal purple and mocked, given a reed instead of a king’s sceptre and finally instead of a throne nailed to a cross.

It is obvious that Pilate is disturbed, under pressure and anxious to avoid trouble. He is convinced Jesus is innocent yet does not want to lose face. He fails to follow his conscience and washes his hands off Jesus. As we are only too well aware Christian values are not at all popular today. If we stand by our beliefs and principles life will not be easy. The CROSS in many forms is the cost of true discipleship. But your reward will be great in heaven.
