DON BOSCO – THE SAINT OF THE YOUNG
(The Founder of Fr. Joseph’s Salesian Congregation)
A poor farmer’s son born in a little hamlet of Northern Italy, became a great saint whose legacy is now witnessed in more than 130 countries all over the world. A Friend of urchins as the people of his times called him, his life-long mission was to turn these unruly, streetwise young people into worthy citizens and honest Christians. His mission has been so successful that today about 17,000 SALESIANS OF DON BOSCO continue the same mission all around the world. 
Financially he was poor, but God had endowed him with numerous gifts: He was an athlete, acrobat, musician, cobbler, carpenter, author, printer and publisher, builder of Cathedrals and a PRIEST. He was also a magician. The best magic he did was to turn the unfeeling and callous hearts of the young people into hearts of virtue. In modern terms, he was the GUIDE who showed them the WAY. He said, “Give me souls and take away the rest”, “It is enough for me that you are young, to love you very much.” “I am ready to drag my tongue all the way from Turin to the nearby mountain, if I can save one young person’s soul.”
