November is the month of the Holy Souls
The Pharisee and the Tax Collector
In today’s Gospel the Pharisee is presented as being self-righteous. His relationship with God was about a series of rewards and punishments, a system of earning merit by keeping rules. There is no genuine relationship with God, no compassion for his fellow human beings, no thought for anyone but himself. His religion is almost a business enterprise – and he is in credit. Distracted by the tax collector, like a peacock, he preens himself and then looks down on the tax collector and despises him. Yes, he is self-righteous and Not in need of God.   

In contrast the tax collector knows that he needs God’s forgiveness, that he is a sinner, that he needs God’s mercy. St Luke uses the story of the Tax Collector and the Pharisee to emphasise God’s compassion and mercy  and to warn against self-righteousness. The greatest self-deception is to think that we can save ourselves. It  is only by facing the truth of our own Weakness that we can make room for God in our lives.   It is only when we acknowledge our dependence on God, our Father, that we too can say, “GOD BE MERCIFUL TO ME A SINNER.”
