Today’s Gospel – Faith and Trust
“What do you want me to do for you? Master, let me see again” 

The blind Bartimaeus  has firm confidence in Our Lord & is not put off by the abuse of the crowd. Shouting and waving his arms he persists with the plea, “Son of David, have pity on me.”

During the last few weeks St. Mark has shown the lack of the true meaning of discipleship. First, the young man who could not let go of his possessions. Second, the apostles’ failure to understand Jesus’ prophecy of his suffering and death. Finally James and John wanting positions of power at Jesus’ right and left hand. To-day Bartimaeus throws off his cloak, his only means of livelihood, and his sight restored, follows Jesus on the road that leads to Jerusalem – to his suffering and death.
Each one of us has been given the “light of Faith.” It is only through this ‘gift’ that we are able to recognise Jesus as the Son of God. And through his AMAZING GRACE that we are able to follow HIM.
