The People Honour Me only with Lip Service
(To-day’s Gospel) 

The religious tradition to which the Jewish people of Jesus’ day clung had been given to them by God through Moses.
But they had got the balance wrong. They focussed so much on the human traditions, which had been added over the centuries, that they had lost sight of what the Law was for, namely to help people to live as God intended them to live. Sadly religion had become a set of rules and regulations. The LAW had been given to help people to live fully, humanly, like brothers and sisters and children of God.

Perhaps we shouldn’t be too critical of the Pharisees who clashed with Our Lord over what was true worship. For the most part they were good sincere people who were obviously shocked and outraged when Our Lord departed from their Jewish tradition. To make matters worse they were told that they had missed the whole point of TRUE RELIGION, which comes from the HEART, and is not just a STRING OF RELIGIOUS PRACTICES. So to-day we are told that we must be on our guard against mere outward practice. Men may look at appearances but God looks AT THE HEART. TRUE RELIGION is about how you show your love and respect for God through your love and concern for your neighbour.
