ST. AMBROSE BARLOW – TOTAL COMMITMENT

St. Ambrose Barlow; born in 1585 at the still standing Barlow Hall in Chorlton-cum-Hardy.  Ambrose became a Benedictine after his studies at Douai and Valladolid, before returning to Manchester to work for the many Catholics of this region.  He was particularly famed for his preaching and love of the poor, walking distances in order to fulfil his ministry. He was imprisoned at least four times, before his final arrest and execution at Lancaster in 1641. His skull is preserved at Wardley Hall and his jaw-bone at St Ambrose, Chorlton-cum-Hardy.

And now about our Don Bosco Centre…the place is good and the people are wonderful. The property is about 10 acres, so apart from the centre where we do the training, much of it is uncared for. This evening I met my superior with whom I discussed all the plans we have for the centre. But I must admit that it is not as rosy as I imagined it to be…the climate is still hot and sticky, the gas emissions from the nearby factories are harmful for the people who stay there for a long time (those who stay for a short time are not affected). But the possibility for doing good to people is enormous; we have so many poor people around us that we can serve them in so many ways.

I am also afraid for my health…because of my history of sickness; I am easily affected by the gas emissions and so have been ill the past few days…will be alright soon! Please pray for my health and my work.

I miss you all and how I wish that I was able to see you face to face and have some conversation. I realize how much Salford and the parish and university have become such an integral part of my life and now I miss everything that is Salfordian.
