CORPUS CHRIST – THE BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST

The late Sir Alex Guinness, the actor, was a convert to the Catholic faith. He tells the delightful story of a 

lapsed Catholic. On his way home from Mass the lapsed Catholic asked him: “Have a nice Mass?” to 

which he was tempted to reply, “Oh, you know, the same old thing; the Real Presence of Jesus on the 

altar.”
